SUPPLEMENTARY PAYMENTS

b. The cost of bonds to release attachments in
any "suit" we defend, but only for bond
amounts within the Personal Injury Limit of
Insurance.
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c. All reasonable expenses incurred by the
"insured" at our request, including actual
loss of earnings up to $250 a day because
of time off from work.

d. All court costs taxed against the "insured" in
any "suit" we defend. However, these
payments do not include attorneys' fees or
attorneys' expenses taxed against the
“"insured".

e. All interest on the full amount of any
judgment that accrues after entry of the
judgment in any "suit” we defend; but our
duty to pay interest ends when we have
paid, offered to pay, or deposited in court
the part of the judgment that is within the
Personal Injury Limit of Insurance.

f. Prejudgment interest awarded against the
"insured" on that part of the judgment we
pay. If we make an offer to pay the
applicable Limit of Insurance, we will not
pay any prejudgment interest based on that
period of time after the offer.

These payments will not reduce the Personal
Injury Limit of Insurance.

(1) Request, demand, order or statutory or
regulatory  requirement that any
"insured" or others test for, monitor,
clean up, remove, contain, treat,
detoxify or neutralize, or in any way
respond to, or assess the effects of,
"pollutants”; or

(2) Claim or "suit" by or on behalf of a
governmental authority for damages
because of testing for, monitoring,
cleaning up, removing, containing,
treating, detoxifying or neutralizing, or in
any way responding to, or assessing the
effects of, "pollutants”.

C. Limit Of Insurance

The following is added to the Aggregate Limit Of
Insurance — "Garage Operations" — Other Than
Covered "Autos" Provision in Section Il -
Liability Coverage:

Subject to the Aggregate Limit Of Insurance —
"Garage Operations" — Other Than Covered
"Autos" and regardless of the number of
“insureds"”, claims made or "suits" brought or
persons or organizations making claims or
bringing "suits”, the most we will pay for all
damages because of all "personal injury"
sustained by any one person or organization is the
Personal Injury Limit of Insurance shown in the
Schedule of the Personal Injury Liability Coverage
— Garages Endorsement.

The Each "Accident” Limit Of Insurance — "Garage
Operations" — Other Than Covered "Autos" for
Liability Coverage does not apply to damages we
pay because of "personal injury".

. Changes In Conditions

The Policy Period, Coverage Territory Garage
Condition is changed by adding the following:
